T-SHIRTS

If you wish to provide your own artwork, Specialty Balloon Printers o�ers some guidelines 
to ensure maximum print quality. 

File Formats
Ideally, print-ready artwork should be supplied in Photoshop (.PSD) format, with 
transparent background if required. If providing vector artwork such as EPS or AI format, 
please convert all fonts to outlines/ curves.

We also accept PDF, TIFF and JPEG �les supplied at full size with a minimum resolution of 
300 dpi.  Images from websites are usually 72dpi - too low resolution for printing 
purposes.

Artwork Size
We can print that one-of-a-kind design in a small run (see below for artwork sizing on 
digital full colour CMYK prints), or contact us for the best �t on long runs.
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260 x 420mm

File Formats
Ideally, artwork �les to be supplied in vector EPS or AI format.  All fonts should be converted to outlines/ curves. We 
also accept PDF, TIFF and JPEG �les supplied at full size with  a minimum resolution of 300 dpi. Appropriate bleed 
margins must be included for all artwork that extends to the edge.

Eyelets & 
Welding
For banners with eyelets 
and welding only, please 
leave 30mm bleed on 
each side.

Kedar Edges
For banners with kedar 
edges, please leave 
14mm less than length 
and width of required 
�nished size.

Multi-panel Join 
(rope & eyelets)
If you would like multiple 
banners welded 
together, please leave 
30mm bleed on top 
edge of bottom panel. 
Bleed is not required on 
bottom of top panel. 
Prepare all other panels 
as per your chosen 
�nishing method.

Rope & Eyelets
For banners with rope 
and eyelets only, please 
leave 30mm bleed on 
each side, 50mm bleed 
on top & bottom edges.

PVC Cord Weld
For banners with PVC 
cord welding, please 
leave 40mm bleed on 
each side.

Welded Pockets 
(for 20mm rods)
For banners with 
welded pockets (to �t 
20mm rods), please 
leave 75mm bleed on 
top & bottom edges. 
Please contact us if you 
are looking to use a 
di�erent rod size.

Features:

• Full colour stickers printed on 5 year UV vinyl.

• Choice of gloss, matt or clear stock

• Any size from 30mm x 10mm to max width 750mm

• Any quantity, any shape... no cutter charges

• Machine proof, if required, for approval.

Typical applications:

• Bumper stickers

• Window stickers

• Wine labels

• Product labels

• Logo stickers

File Formats
The preferred format for your artwork is Adobe Illustrator (AI) PDF.

We can also use Photoshop, CorelDraw, Acrobat, or high quality JPG, EPS or TIF.

When sending Mac �les, please be sure to ‘save for PC’ and that there is an extension.

Please convert all fonts/type to curves/outlines or embed them in your �le. For the same 
result in Photoshop use the ‘�atten image’ command before saving.

Place all images in your artwork as CMYK, not RGB. For optimum colour accuracy design 
using PMS swatches in your graphics program.

Safe zone: 84mm x 49mm

Letterhead (A4)
Finished size: 210mm x 297mm

Bleed size: 214mm x 301mm

Safe zone: 204mm x 291mm

With Compliments slip (DL)
Finished size: 210mm x 99mm

Bleed size: 214mm x 103mm

Safe zone: 204mm x 93mm

ARTWORK GUIDELINES:
POSTERS

If you wish to provide your own artwork, Specialty Balloon Printers o�ers some guidelines 
to ensure maximum print quality. 

File Formats
Ideally, print-ready artwork should be supplied in CMYK colours at full size with a 
minimum resolution of 300 dpi.  Images from websites are usually 72dpi - too low 
resolution for printing purposes. 

We accept PDF, TIFF and JPEG �les, setup with appropriate bleed margins for any artwork 
that prints to the edge of the page.  If providing vector artwork such EPS or AI format, 
please convert all fonts to outlines/ curves.

Please keep all text and required content within the safe zone to allow for cropping to 
�nished dimensions.

Business Card
Finished size: 90mm x 55mm

Bleed size: 94mm x 59mm

Safe zone: 84mm x 49mm

Poster
Finished size: 210mm x 297mm

Bleed allowance: 3-5mm

Safe zone (for text etc): 10mm in from edges

With Compliments slip (DL)
Finished size: 210mm x 99mm

Bleed size: 214mm x 103mm

Safe zone: 204mm x 93mm

o�ers some guidelines to ensure maximum print quality. 

File Formats
Ideally, artwork �les to be supplied in vector EPS or AI format.  All 
fonts should be converted to outlines/ curves.

We also accept PDF, TIFF and JPEG �les supplied at full size with  a 
minimum resolution of 300 dpi.  Images from websites are usually 
72dpi - too low resolution for printing purposes. Artwork should be 
large enough to �ll a 16cm square area.

One-Colour Artwork
To make the most of your brand colours, use like balloon colours 
with reverse colour inks to create striking contrasts.

Two-Colour Artwork
Avoid using 2 colour printing where colours overlap. As balloons are 
a moving substrate, print registration cannot be guaranteed. We 
recommend a 3-5mm gap between colours.

Overlapping colours may be possible where the foreground image is 
�oating independantly of the background, depending on artwork 
and ink colours used.

Stipple Artwork
Photographs and gradients can be printed in one colour using a 
stipple e�ect, which uses dots of varying sizes to show the 
graduation of shading in an image.
